(Stephanie Forrester on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL)


Born and raised in New York, Flannery received her BFA in Theater at Stevens College in Missouri and attended graduate school at Arizona State before arriving in Hollywood. Discovered by producer Irwin Allen, Flannery made her television debut in “Voyage to the Bottom of the Sea” and shortly thereafter was offered the role of Dr. Laura Horton on “Days of Our Lives,” a role which won her a Daytime Emmy Award during her eight-year stint.

HEATHER TOM 
(Katie Logan Spencer on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL) 

Tom played Kelly Cramer on “One Live to Live” and is probably best known as Victoria Newman on “The Young and the Restless.”
A commercial actress since the age of two, Tom was dancing with the Seattle Pacific Ballet at age 10. By the time she was 13, she and her actor-siblings Nicholle (“The Nanny”) and David (Y&R) were ready to break into Hollywood. 

As a young actress, Tom studied at the Young Actor’s Space, paying for each weekly session with the money she earned working at a local cookie shop. Instantly she landed guest appearances on “Kid’s Incorporated” and “Who’s The Boss?”
While only 15 years old, Tom booked the coveted role of “Victoria Newman” on Y&R and was only 16 when she won her first Emmy® Award (“Best Younger Leading Actress,” 1993).  In 1997, Tom won for “Best Younger Leading Actress” at the Soap Opera Digest Awards.  Then, in 1999, Tom repeated the honor, winning her second Emmy® award in the same category. When the nominations were announced in the spring of 2000, Tom and her brother, David, became the first brother and sister to ever be nominated in the same year at the Daytime Emmys.  Since that time, Tom has gone on to become the most nominated actress under the age of 35 in the Television Academy’s history, receiving nine consecutive Emmy nominations.  In total, Tom has received 15 nominations for an Emmy award.  
Tom made her Broadway debut in the Mark Medoff play “Prymate” in 2004 and received a Robbie Theatre LA Award nomination for Best Actress.  
Tom’s television credits include the movies “I’ll Take Romance,” “Deadly Whispers” and “The Rivals” as well as guest appearances on “Monk,” “Ugly Betty” and 
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“The Mentalist,” on the Network.  Her feature film credits include “Lessie’s Rainbow” and “Lookin’ Good.”   

In 2003, Tom created Daytime for Planned Parenthood, a committee which promotes a women’s right to choose and have access to the latest in medical care.  This committee chairperson position has allowed her the chance to lobby Congress on behalf of Planned Parenthood three years in a row.  In 2004, Tom was a featured speaker at a Democratic National Convention kick off event sponsored by Planned Parenthood and the Feminist Majority.  She also worked with SheVotes.org to get out the vote in the battleground states.  

Tom also works very closely with several AIDS service organizations such as Project Angelfood, Broadway Cares/Equity Fights AIDS, and AIDS Project Los Angeles. She has volunteered in the kitchen at Project Angelfood helping to prepare meals for those who are disabled by AIDS many times as well as appearing and working at fund-raisers for many organizations.

Tom is also very politically active and was frequently featured on many political discussion shows, such as “Politically Incorrect” and “Scarborough Country.”  During the run of “Politically Incorrect,” she appeared a record of five times, sparring with such heavyweights as Lou Sheldon and Jerry Falwell.  

In her spare time, Tom is an avid athlete that competes in triathlons across the country.  In 2009, Tom took first place in the celebrity division of Nautica Malibu Triathlon. 


She resides in Los Angeles.  Her birth date is November 4.

JACK WAGNER
(Nick Marone on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL)

 Wagner majored in Theater Arts in college, attending the University of Missouri and later graduating from the University of Arizona with a Bachelor of Fine Arts in Drama.  His theatrical background of singing, dancing and acting would prove to be the true cornerstone in a diversified career.

In 1983, Wagner landed a starring role on “General Hospital” playing rocker Frisco Jones.  After recording several songs for the show, Wagner signed a recording deal on Quincy Jones’ label, Qwest.  Within six months of its release, his first single “All I Need” was #2 on the pop charts and #1 on the adult contemporary charts.

Returning to his theatrical roots in 1987, Wagner toured nationally as Tony in 
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CBS Television…7

“West Side Story” and as Danny Zuko in “Grease” the following year.  He came back to daytime two years later, joining the cast of “Santa Barbara.” 

Wagner once again returned to the theater in Neil Simon’s “They’re Playing Our Song” at the Long Beach Civic Light Opera in 1992.  A year later, Wagner made the move to nighttime television, joining the hit series “Melrose Place” where he spent the next five seasons both directing and acting.

In 2000, he moved to Broadway, starring in the title role of “Jekyll and Hyde.”  The following year, Wagner once again worked with Aaron Spelling and accepted the lead in the primetime series “Titans.”  Finally in 2003, Wagner joined the company of THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL.

Throughout his career, Wagner has starred in more than 15 made-for-television movies and has appeared in more than 40 theatrical productions around the country.  He is a scratch golfer who was named the #1 celebrity golfer by “Golf Digest” and winner of the 17th Annual (2006) and the 21st Annual (2011) American Century Tahoe Celebrity Golf Championship.  In 2007, Wagner founded the Jack Wagner Celebrity Golf Classic, to raise money for The Leukemia and Lymphoma Society in honor of his brother, Dennis Wagner, who has leukemia. In 2011, he hit the $1 million mark in money raised from his philanthropic efforts.
In 2004, Wagner released a CD entitled “Dancing in the Moonlight,” his first studio release since his collaborations with producers Quincy Jones and Glen Ballard more than a decade ago.  Most of the 12 songs on the CD, including the already-released single “Going Back Again,” were penned by Wagner and are featured in episodes of THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL.  His birth date is October 30.

RONN MOSS

(Ridge Forrester on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL)


After mastering drums, guitar and electric bass, Moss, at age 11, made a name for himself by becoming a main staple amidst the Los Angeles bar and club circuits with his own band.  At 24, Moss joined forces with three other musicians to form the rock band Player.  Player was soon signed to a recording contract and began releasing numerous chart-topping hits such as “Baby Come Back,” “This Time I’m in it For Love,” “It’s For You” and “Prisoner of Your Love.”  “Baby Come Back” was the #1 record in the U.S. in the first three weeks of 1978 and landed Player on Billboard Magazine’s “honor roll” of the Year’s Best New Singles Artists.  Moss, along with Player, almost immediately began a worldwide tour opening for musical icons such as Gino Vanelli, Boz Scaggs, Eric Clapton, Heart and The Little River Band as well as head-lining their own venues.
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Four albums and several top-40 hits later, Moss decided to put his guitar aside (for a short while) to pursue an acting career.  He landed various roles in feature films before being cast on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL at the series’ launch in 1987.  


After an eight year musical hiatus, Moss reunited with former Player band mate Peter Beckett.  Together they released three additional albums.  Moss released his second solo CD entitled “Uncovered” both domestically and internationally in November, 2005. 


Moss's birth date is March 4.

HUNTER TYLO

(Dr. Taylor Hayes on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL)


A former tomboy who broke horses, roped cattle and trained guard dogs, Tylo is widely considered one of the most beautiful women on television.  She has been featured on the cover of TV Guide as one of the sexiest women in daytime and in People Magazine's 50 Most Beautiful People in the World in 1993 and in 1998.



Raised in the Texas countryside, Tylo considered becoming a veterinarian.  She had to give up a scholarship, however, to raise a child, and soon moved to Dallas to pursue modeling and commercial work.  Tylo gained valuable theatrical experience in the plays of Neil Simon and others, and earned her first movie role in the movie-of-the-week “License to Kill.”

In 1985, Tylo joined “All My Children.”  A role on “Days of Our Lives” followed, and when she joined the cast of THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL in 1990, Tylo garnered the distinction of having played major roles on daytime dramas on all three major networks.


Tylo has made guest appearances on such television series as “Dallas,” “Zorro,” “Diagnosis Murder” and “Burke's Law.”  She starred in the worldwide hit mini-series “The Maharaja’s Daughter,” which was shot in India and Canada, and “Hammerhead: Shark Frenzy” for the Sci-Fi Channel. She also released a best-selling autobiography, “Making a Miracle.” Commercial work has always been plentiful for Tylo, who has represented such companies as Canada Dry, Nissan, Naturalizer, Cover Girl, and Pantene.  


An accomplished equestrienne bareback rider, Tylo currently resides in Southern California. Tylo has four children, Chris, Izabella, Katya, and Michael, “Mickey,” who passed away in 2007, at age 19, after suffering an epileptic seizure.

DON DIAMONT

(Bill Spencer, Jr on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL.)

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Diamont is best known for his 22-year stint on “The Young and the Restless,” as “Brad Carlton,” which was created by the late William J. Bell and his wife, Lee Phillip Bell.

Diamont was seen in the film “Anger Management” with Jack Nicholson and Adam Sandler. Additionally, he had the lead role, opposite Academy Award winner Jack Palance in “Marco Polo.”
Diamont made daytime history by being the first actor from a daytime drama series to be named in People Magazine’s “50 Most Beautiful” issue.  He was also listed in the 2009 “Sexiest Man Alive” issue.  

A New York native, Diamont lives in Los Angeles with his fiancée, Cindy Ambuehl, and their children.  When he is not working, he enjoys spending time with his family, cycling and playing basketball.  After his niece, Alyssa, was diagnosed with Multiple Sclerosis (MS), he founded the Don Diamont/Alyssa Mazur Foundation at UCLA’s MS Research and Treatment Center to raise funds for MS research. Diamont was named Ambassador of the Year by the National Multiple Sclerosis Society for his devoted work and efforts to find a cure for this crippling disease.

LESLEY-ANNE DOWN

(Jacqueline Payne Marone on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL)

Lesley-Anne Down was born and raised in London, England.  With the help of her father, she began modeling at age 10, acting in commercials, and winning several beauty contests.  By the time she was 15, Down had completed four films and was voted “Britain’s Most Beautiful Teenager.”
Down first gained international popularity as “Georgina Worsley” in the British series “Upstairs, Downstairs,” which became a hit on PBS in the United States.  

Down has starred in numerous feature films, including “A Little Night Music,” “The Pink Panther Strikes Again,” “The Betsy,” “The Great Train Robbery,” “Hanover Street,” “Rough Cut” and “Sphinx.” She starred in the television movies “The Hunchback of Notre Dame,” “Indiscreet” and “Arch of Triumph,” and in the mini-series “The Last Days of Pompeii” and “North and South,” as well as its two sequels.

Frantz’s other TV credits include a long term role on Sunset Beach, and guest-star roles on “That ‘70s Show” and “Six Feet Under.” Her film credits include “Jimmy Zip,” “Hack!,” “The Audition,” “Angst,” “Ed Gein: The Butcher of Plainfield,” “Donna on Demand” and Gus Van Sant’s “Speedway Junky.” Additionally, she provided her voice on the animated series “Rugrats” and “The Wild Thornberrys.”

John McCook created the role of Eric Forrester on THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL when the show premiered in 1987.  In 2001, his peers nominated him for an Emmy Award for “Outstanding Lead Actor in a Drama Series.”
 

California-born and raised, McCook attended Long Beach State University long enough to appear in a production of “Tea and Sympathy” and land a job at Disneyland.  He made his professional debut at the San Diego Circle Arts Theatre and then appeared at Melodyland in “Guys and Dolls,” with Hugh O'Brian and Betty Grable, “Firefly” with Anne Marie Alberghetti and “Flower Drum Song,” with Pat Suzuki.

Discovered by legendary movie mogul Jack Warner while starring as Tony in the New York City Center revival of “West Side Story,” McCook was one of the last actors formed by the Hollywood studio system and talent development program.  He was later signed by Universal Studios as a contract player before being drafted by the U.S. Army for a two-year stint.

 

Career highlights include the national tour of “Barefoot in the Park” with Virginia Mayo and the Los Angeles and Las Vegas productions of “Mame,” opposite movie and stage legend Ann Miller.  McCook was later cast as the passionate Lance Prentiss on the 
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then brand-new daytime drama “The Young and the Restless,” and alternated his television work with frequent returns to the musical theatre with starring roles in “Oklahoma!,” “The Pirates of Penzance,” “They're Playing Our Song,” “Seven Brides for Seven Brothers,” “Fiddler on The Roof,” “Peter Pan” and “Man of La Mancha.”  For Long Beach Civic Light Opera, McCook starred in “Man of La Mancha,” “42nd Street” and opposite Carol Burnett in “From the Top” and the Stephen Sondheim revue “Putting It Together” at the Mark Taper Forum.

 

Among his primetime television appearances are  “Murder She Wrote,” “Newhart,” “WKRP in Cincinnati,” on the Network and “Amazing Stories,” “Moonlighting,” “Codename: Foxfire,” “L.A. Law,” “Too Close for Comfort,” “Alice” and “Three's Company.”
 

McCook's CD of romantic love songs, titled “John McCook Sings Bold & Beautiful Love Songs,” reached The Top 20 in most leading European record markets.

Alley Mills is best known for her role as Norma Arnold on the Emmy Award-winning series “The Wonder Years.”  She has a long history of guest starring on hit television shows throughout the years, such as “Strong Medicine,” “Sabrina the Teenage Witch,” as well as “Dr. Quinn, Medicine Woman,” and “Yes, Dear,” on the Network.

BRADLEY PHILLIP BELL

(Executive Producer and Head Writer)

Six-time Daytime Emmy Award® winner Bradley (Brad) Phillip Bell is executive producer and head writer of the most-watched daily dramatic serial in the world, THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL.
Born in Chicago, Illinois, Bell is one of three children born to the legendary 
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television pioneers, Lee Phillip Bell, an Emmy Award-winning broadcast journalist and talk show personality, and the late Emmy Award-winning William J. Bell, who, along with his wife, created two of the most popular daytime dramas ever, “The Young and the Restless” and THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL.
After graduating from the Chicago Latin School, Bell attended the University of Colorado at Boulder, the University of Wisconsin at Madison, and concluded his studies at UCLA, majoring in television production.

With two years on the writing staff of “The Young and the Restless” under the guidance of his father, Bell was integral in the creation and launch of THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL in 1987.  Bell was promoted to associate producer in 1989 and again to supervising producer in 1992.  Bell took over the reins of THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL from his father, becoming head writer in 1993, and then executive producer in 1995. 

Under Bell’s leadership, THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL vaulted from the sixth-rated daytime drama to the third-ranked series during the 1992-1993 season.  Today, THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL is firmly established as the second-ranked daytime serial under its sister show, “The Young and the Restless.”
In a sweep during the 38th Annual Daytime Entertainment Emmy Awards on June 19, 2011, Bell and his producing team received their third consecutive Emmy for “Outstanding Drama Series” for THE BOLD AND THE BEAUTIFUL. Bell also received the Emmy for “Outstanding Drama Series Writing” in 2010 and the Emmy for “Outstanding Achievement in Music Direction and Composition for a Drama Series” in 2010 and 2011.

Bell has been married to fellow Chicagoan Colleen Bradley Bell since October 1991 and is the proud father of Bradley Chasen, Caroline Catherine, Charlotte Cordelia & Oliver Phillip.
