"Zookeeper," Starring Kevin James, Receives Lowest Metascore of 31
SAN FRANCISCO – July 8, 2011 — Metacritic (www.metacritic.com), the Web's most robust roundup of entertainment reviews and a property of CBS Interactive, today announced that “Horrible Bosses” received the highest Metascore of wide releases for the week’s opening movies as of Friday July 8 at 11:00 AM, PT.  
"Most top critics agree that Horrible Bosses is funny in a raunchy, low-brow, hate-yourself-for-laughing kind of way," said Marc Doyle, editor in chief, Metacritc. "However some feel that its stakes aren't high enough and that it doesn't follow through on its macabre premise with enough conviction to truly win audiences over."

Movie Metascores are compiled using weighted scores from the 41 most respected movie critics and publications in the U.S.
